Romans 12:9ff  
Love must be sincere. Hate what is evil; cling to what is good. ﻿10﻿ Be devoted to one another in brotherly love. Honor one another above yourselves. ﻿11﻿ Never be lacking in zeal, but keep your spiritual fervor, serving the Lord. ﻿12﻿ Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer. ﻿13﻿ Share with God’s people who are in need. Practice hospitality. 

﻿14﻿ Bless those who persecute you; bless and do not curse. ﻿15﻿ Rejoice with those who rejoice; mourn with those who mourn. ﻿16﻿ Live in harmony with one another. Do not be proud, but be willing to associate with people of low position. ﻿ Do not be conceited. 

Love/Sincere: These are action words. 
This is your default setting in your marriage. Without sincere love you loose the trust that allows you to cleave as one in both joy and sorrow. 
Hate/Cling:
Rejecting anyone or anything that will destroy your marriage. This can be an event, or a relative.  Consider the impact it has on your marriage. 
We must not only do that which is good, but we must cleave to it. 

It’s the same word as Adam and Eve leaving and cleaving. It is a deliberate choice of, a sincere affection for, and a constant perseverance in, that which is good. 

Devoted:
Only one focus in the relationship

Even when it is a challenge for both of you.  It’s beyond convenience.
Honor
The hardest place to come is when you honor your spouse’s sorrow or joy above your own comfort and pleasure or for the guys> LOGIC!  
When the world wants to dishonor your spouse, rejoice in who they are as your spouse.  Sometimes we have to block out everyone else.
Zeal
Look for the places where there can be real excitement in your life as you live your live serving the Lord. KEY> serving is living out His Word.
Joyful
Joyful in hope.



Set a goal that the hope is not to endure, but to rejoice in all that the Lord 
has for you both. 

The Joy/Hope combination is really about celebrating a daily vision of God’s purpose for your life.
