Eccles 4:9ff   ACTION ACTION!
9 Two are better than one, 

because they have a good return for their work: 

10 If one falls down, 

his friend can help him up. 

   But pity the man who falls 

and has no one to help him up! 

11 Also, if two lie down together, they will keep warm. 

 But how can one keep warm alone? 

12 Though one may be overpowered, 

 two can defend themselves. 

                           A cord of three strands is not quickly broken. 

· The heart of a marriage is one that is totally available to God for whatever He has for you.  (Ish 55:8>“For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways,” declares the LORD).
Eph 2:8,9   The basis for getting and staying married.
For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God—  9 not by works, so that no one can boast.  10 For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.

2.  The Potters Wheel >  The Wedding Vessel

· Jeremiah 18 :1ff

This is the word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD:  2 “Go down to the potter’s house, and there I will give you my message.”  3 So I went down to the potter’s house, and I saw him working at the wheel.  4 But the pot he was shaping from the clay was marred in his hands; so the potter formed it into another pot, shaping it as seemed best to him. 
· The Character of  your Servant Marriage is formed by the Potter 
· Romans 9:21> Does not the potter have the right to make out of the same lump of clay some pottery for noble purposes and some for common use?
> Don’t assume that which you see is common.  God’s “purpose” will not fit the worlds purpose.  A “door keeper” in the house of the Lord get’s top billing!

> From Matt 25:31 > I was: Hungry, Thirsty, a Stranger,   Naked, Sick, in Prison, The Least.
> 1Samuel 16:7  Man looks at the outward appearance, but the Lord looks at the heart. (NKJV)
3. The Miracles of a Servant Marriage

·  Serve the Lord and see the World > as it really is!
· Unsaved people do unsaved things.
· “Death” is a tool not a deterrent
· Humility is a new strength that releases the Lord to fight.
· A servant sees the plan> and works the plan.
· Each “victory” blesses and defines the character of your marriage.
· You fulfill the calling and plan (Jeremiah 29:11) that God has for you.
· You have an answer to the question> “Are You Ready?”
Run the Servant Race 
    Hebrews 12:1

Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us. 

· Stop working on your marriage and start doing marriage

· Be ready> God already knows what He needs and when you are prepared. He does not make mistakes with His servants!
