Romans 14:12ff   Outside of the Prayer Closet

﻿12﻿ So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God. 

﻿13﻿ Therefore let us stop passing judgment on one another. Instead, make up your mind not to put any stumbling block or obstacle in your brother’s way. ﻿14﻿ As one who is in the Lord Jesus, I am fully convinced that no food ﻿ is unclean in itself. But if anyone regards something as unclean, then for him it is unclean. ﻿15﻿ If your brother is distressed because of what you eat, you are no longer acting in love. Do not by your eating destroy your brother for whom Christ died. ﻿16﻿ Do not allow what you consider good to be spoken of as evil. ﻿17﻿ For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking, but of righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit, ﻿18﻿ because anyone who serves Christ in this way is pleasing to God and approved by men.

Habits For Your Spiritual Growth in Your Relationship:

Determine to live in covenant not contract  (Psalm 139: 23,24 search me!)



>Contracts have an escape clause, covenant don’t. 



>Without an escape clause you will not waste your efforts on looking for who is wrong.


Determine to trust the Lord for the big picture  (Prov 3:5 trust in the Lord with all your heart…)



>You will grow as you release your need to control the direction of your marriage.
>Trust means relationship. The more you need to trust the Lord the closer you will be to His heart for your spouse.


Determine to be in covenant to a Body of Believers



>Attending a service or class is not really being part of a Body. 



>You grow in the context of the big things God is doing in the Body at large.



>The growth He wants for you will be nurtured and protected through the local church.


Determine to live out the fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22 the Fruit)


>This alone will cause your prayer life to increase



>Be open to the blessing and the conviction of the Holy Spirit


Determine to read the Word ( Prov 119:105 Your Word is a Lamp unto me feet…)



>You have to keep close to the instruction manual


>You have to be open to God’s revelation of Truth, not opinions of “men”

Determine to pray for one another 

(Jude 20 But you, dear friends, build yourselves up in your most holy faith and pray in the Holy Spirit.)



Prayer is key is the oil of the relationship set on God> Praying in the Holy Spirit gives us the 



focus of being lead outside of our control to see the Lord at work.

( James 5 Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective).

Confession is the safety of prayer keeps us growing. Confession without pray kills our healing.
